1960 Born in Toulouse.

1978-1983 Graduate of the Toulouse
School of Fine Arts.

1982 First solo exhibition, Galerie 15, Saint
Gaudens

He begins the Tétes-Yeux series, with
religious and Fauvist subjects invading his
paintings.

1983 He settles in Barcelona for nine
months with the help of a grant from the
Ministry of Foreign Relations, and paints
the series of views of Barcelona. He
enrols at the Academia San Lluc and
paints nudes in pastel.

1984 In Toulouse, he wins a Fiacre grant
(Aide Individuelle & la Création).

1985 He draws etchings with a
steamroller during a performance in
Toulouse's Place de la Daurade, as part
of the “Coup de talent dans I'hexagone”
event. He begins the “Intérieurs” series.

1986 He rents a studio in Blagnac, “La
Falicornie™, with Clément Thomas, Alain
Fabre and Daniel Bonnal, in preparation
for their exhibition at the Labege
contemporary art center.

Until 1988, he works at the Cité
internationale des Arts, Paris, thanks to
the support of the American Center, and
paints the “Patisseries”™ series, which will
be the subject of a monographic exhibition
at the Réfectoire des Jacobins in
Toulouse.

1987 Awarded a scholarship by the
Hohenberg Foundation, he stays in New
York.

1989 He returns to live and work in
Toulouse, where he remains until 1998,
while also spending time at the Cité
Internationale des Arts, Paris.

First stays in Naples, where he will visit
frequently until 1991. He paints the
“Combat du poulpe et de la langouste”
series, and creates paper collages of
views of Naples, as well as sculptures of
marine fauna using DIY tools. These
works are exhibited at the Musée de
['Abbaye Sainte-Croix in Les Sables-
d'Olonne.

1990 He paints pallets.

Designs poster for “La nuit des théatres™ in
Toulouse.

1992 Bivouacs along the River Ogooué, in
Gabon, as part of the Ogoway-Ogooué
project.

1993 Travels with several artists, staying
at the Tyrone Guthrie Centre in Ireland
and at Farrera in the Catalan Pyrenees:
“A Kaleidoscopic Pilgrimage”. He paints a
new series of close-ups of strawberry
plants.

1994-1995 During the summer of 1995,
he prepares the vegetable garden series.
At the same time, he draws nudes in
pastel and creates sculptures on the
theme of food, using kitchen utensils.

1996 He continued his investigations into
vegetable gardening, which were exhibited
at the Musée Denys-Puech in Rodez, the
Galerie Piltizer in Paris and the Espace des
Arts in Chalon-sur-Sadne. He also creates
sculptures of birds using gardening tools.
